The highlight of the year was on April 16, when Dr. William Hopkins, Governor of Wisconsin So-
ciety of Mayflower Descendants, presented a 24-volume set of Mayflower Families Through Five
Generations “Silver Books’ to WCGS library. These volumes have been used many times to re-
search Mayflower ancestors.”.

Ilooked
tidbit up in the dictionary and it said a tidbit is a
very pleasing bit of news. (or food)  This will be
my last “new” column but there’s an idea to may-
be “recycle” some of my older columns from the
past. Next year I’ll be 90, notice the word
“next”—I’m not there yet! So maybe I will be
laughing at my recycled columns along with you
all. It’s been such fun reading old newspapers
over the years and sharing tidbits from

them. Some of the language they used and some
items that we wouldn’t even want to put in a
newspaper nowadays gave us some good

laughs. Others enjoyed finding a clipping about
their ancestors. [ tried to keep most clippings be-
tween 1880 and 1900 to cover that period of time
when the 1890 census burned and it was so hard to
find data on our ancestors or where they lived.
